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Problem
Whirring or clicking noise from the engine, which increases with engine speed.

Cause
High load on the alternator drive pulley which causes premature wear of the 
alternator bearing.

Solution
Modified auxiliary belt layout, routing and size of the auxiliary drive belt, this is to 
reduce the stress on the alternator bearings.
The modification involves completely removing the upper idler pulley, and replacing 
the original 2264mm belt with a shorter 1785mm belt which is re-routed as per the 
diagram above.
When replacing the auxiliary drive belt it is advisable to check the alternator 
bearings by rotating the pulley and checking for any roughness or noise, and 
replacing the alternator if necessary.
